In Key Stage 3, Year 9 students will work towards the Arts Award Discover, while in Key Stage 4, Year 11 students complete the Explore
Award. Each award runs alongside the curriculum, encouraging students to build a portfolio, take part in creative workshops, share
skills, experience virtual or in-person visits, and showcase their work to others.

For Post-16 learners with a strong interest in the arts and aspirations for creative careers, we provide opportunities to progress to
Bronze and Silver Arts Awards.
