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Geography is a fundamental element of Understanding the World, providing a

platform for children to explore the natural and built environment. Through playing

and exploring, they investigate the physical world to build a sense of place. Active
learning fosters the resilience and focus needed to navigate new environments,
while thinking critically allows children to link their local area to the wider world.

Integrating geography with practical experiences provides a foundation for

children to develop the reflective mindsets necessary for progress across the

curriculum.
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
