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Personal, Social, and Emotional Development  is a prime area of the 
EYFS framework, serving as the critical foundation for Relationships 

Education. By learning to recognise emotions, respect personal 
boundaries, value the similarities and differences between themselves 
and others, children develop the essential social skills. Through positive 
interactions, they build the empathy, kindness, and understanding of 

consent necessary to form healthy, respectful friendships.
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
