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Religious Education is mandatory for Reception-aged pupils but

remains optional for nursery classes. To meet statutory requirements, the
curriculum must follow an agreed syllabus that explores both religious "
and non-religious worldviews. Rather than being taught in isolation, RE is
integrated holistically across the seven areas of the EYFS framework
with a specific focus on Personal, Social and Emotional Development
and Understanding the World, to help children build a positive sense of

identity and a genuine appreciation for diversity.
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
